Funds will be added to the existing SEP Dollar & Energy Saving Loan Program.  Categories will be expanded to include renewable energy projects and energy efficient mortgages for Net Zero and Green Built homes.  The interest rate will be lowered for American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funded improvements. 

Advanced Renewable Energy Demonstration Projects




Proposals will be requested for a state wide grant competition for up to five projects for innovative uses of renewable energy.  

State Building Energy Efficiency 






This activity will make energy efficiency improvements in state buildings.  

Building Energy Code Training and Enforcement 




The Energy Office will conduct energy code compliance inspections and expand building energy code training.  

Renewable Energy Education Curriculum





This activity will fund curriculum development for energy efficiency and renewable energy job training at community colleges.  

Consumer Information on Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy


The Energy Office will expand current information and education activities in the State Energy Program.  

Evaluation, Monitoring and Reporting






The Energy Office will reserve up to five percent of the funds for evaluation, monitoring and reporting.
